Here is a picture of the “significant” roads in “moderate” but fairly rural terrain. Sections # 1, 2, 3 are high priority and set for RFP stage in mid-summer.  Sections # 4, 5. 6 are under UN-OPS, but have been delayed due to warfare.  The delay may be good; it will give more time for use of NLR outputs; to my knowledge, all topology, to date comes from GPS stations which measure road alignment, not flood/water-channel -scouring risks.
Red= roads in design (awarded) phase or pre-RFP 
Black= existing roads, now in usage, generally to give access to population [plus new road network]  to travel to Khandahar city- metro area, and Khandahar It’ll Airport.
Green=future planned, perhaps year 2008
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
